	The TJJD Regional Diversion Application, TJJD-REG-007, is used for youth who, if not for the Regionalization Diversion program, would be recommended for commitment to TJJD.  

	Responsibilities:
	The youth’s juvenile probation officer fills out the entire TJJD-REG-007. The chief juvenile probation officer must sign the form before it is submitted to TJJD.

	Procedures:
	Submit the TJJD-REG-007 to RegionalizationApplications@tjjd.texas.gov.

	I. 	Youth Overview:

	Youth’s Name:
	Record the youth’s last name, first name, and middle initial.

	Department Submitting Application:
	Record the department submitting the application. 

	Youth’s Next Disposition Court Date:
	Record the youth’s anticipated disposition court date.

	Youth’s Date of Birth:
	Record the youth's month, day, and year of birth (MM/DD/YYYY).

	Youth’s Full PID Number:
	Record the youth’s full Personal ID number.

	Youth’s IQ:
	Record the youth’s most recently determined IQ score.

	Youth’s ACE Score
	Record the youth’s Adverse Childhood Experience (ACE) score.

	II.	Risk and Needs Assessment:

	Name of Risk Assessment Tool Used:
	Record the risk assessment tool used to assess the youth.

	Risk Assessment:
	Record the risk level of the youth.

	Needs Assessment:
	Record the needs level of the youth.

	III. 	Prior Misdemeanor Referrals and Adjudications:
	Record any prior misdemeanor referrals, including the date of the offense, the type and level of offense, the disposition of the offense, and the outcome (e.g., sent to placement, placed on field supervision).

	IV. 	Prior Felony Referrals and Adjudications: 
	Record any prior felony referrals, including the date of the offense, the type and level of offense, the disposition of the offense, and the outcome (e.g., sent to placement, placed on field supervision).

	V. 	Felony that Would Have Resulted in a Recommendation for Commitment to TJJD:

	Record the date, offense, disposition, and outcome of the felony offense that would have resulted in a recommendation for commitment to TJJD if not for the Regionalization Diversion program.

	Felony Level:
	Record the offense level of the felony mentioned above.

	Presence of:
	Record whether or not the felony mentioned above was a sex offense, was a felony against a person,* and/or involved the use of a weapon or firearm.

	Is an original petition alleging delinquent conduct or a motion to modify filed with the court?
	Record whether an original petition alleging delinquent conduct or a motion to modify is filed with the court.

	VI. 	In order for the youth to qualify for the Regionalization Diversion program, the juvenile probation department must demonstrate a prior effort to provide appropriate interventions with priority given to the treatment needs of the youth. Intervention should be commensurate with county resources.

	Did the juvenile probation department provide appropriate interventions with priority given to the treatment needs of the youth?
	Record whether the juvenile probation department provided appropriate interventions with priority given to the treatment needs of the youth.

	If no, why not?
	Record whether the reason for the lack of inventions is that no funding is available or local resources/programs/services are not available to meet the youth’s needs or some other reason.

	VII.	Prior Interventions:
	Record all relevant information regarding prior inventions and/or modifications.

	VIII.	Supporting Documentation:
	Record which type of supporting documentation is being submitted with the TJJD-REG-007. Attach all supporting documents.

	IX. 	Juvenile Probation Department Request for Assistance:
	Record what type of assistance the juvenile probation department is requesting for the youth, including the recommendation and needs to be addressed.

	X. 	Proposed Placement/ Service/Program:
	Record the placements, services, and/or programs being proposed for the youth, including the estimated length of service, the estimated cost per day, and whether the youth has been accepted into the placement/service/program.

	The chief juvenile probation officer must sign the form before it is submitted to TJJD.
