Each dorm has an indoor recreation area with a pool table, board games, and
television. Pegasus has three covered outdoor basketball courts and covered fire pits
that are used for group and dorm meetings. Pegasus also has a softball field, several
sand volleyball courts, and a nine hole putt-putt course. In the Phase Ill and IV dorms,
residents also have the ability to play Administrator approved video games when they
are on the Positive Peer List. Pegasus also has an on campus library and chapel that

offers non-denominational, voluntary religious services.
