	Responsibilities:
	The youth’s juvenile probation officer fills out the entire TJJD-REG-007. The chief juvenile probation officer must sign the form before the form is submitted to TJJD’s Central Office.

	Procedures:
	Submit the TJJD-REG-007 to the Regionalization Application mailbox.

	Form Content Instructions:

	I. Youth Overview:

	Youth’s Name:
	Record youth’s last, first, and middle initial of name.

	County Where You Was Adjudicated:
	Record the county where the youth was adjudicated. 

	Department’s Recommendation Deadline or Court Date
	Record the department’s recommended deadline or the youth’s anticipated court date.

	Youth’s Date of Birth:
	Record month, day, and year of birth (MM/DD/YYYY).

	Youth’s PID Number:
	Record youth’s PID Number.

	II. Risk and Needs Assessment:

	Name of Risk Assessment Tool Used:
	Record the risk assessment tool used to assess the youth.

	Risk Assessment:
	Record risk level of the youth.

	Needs Assessment:
	Record the needs level of the youth.

	III. Prior Misdemeanor Referrals and Adjudications:
	Record any prior misdemeanor referrals including the date of the offense, the type of offense, the disposition of the offense, and the outcome (e.g., sent to placement, placed on probation).

	IV. Prior Felony Referrals and Adjudications: 
	Record any prior felony referrals including the date of the offense, the type of offense, the disposition of the offense, and the outcome (e.g., sent to placement, placed on probation).

	V. Severity of Felony that Would Have Resulted in a Recommendation for Commitment to TJJD:

	Felony Level:
	Record the level of the felony that would have resulted in a recommendation for commitment to TJJD if not for the Regionalization Diversion program.

	Presence of:
	Record whether or not the felony mentioned above was a sex offense, was a felony against a person*, or whether a weapon or firearm was used in the offense.

	VI. Prior Interventions:
	Record the number of prior interventions used for the youth in the corresponding type of placement. Record whether the most recent intervention was successful or unsuccessful. In the narrative box provided include relevant modification information.

	VII. Supporting Documentation:
	Record what type of supporting documentation is being submitted with the TJJD-REG-007. Attach all supporting documents.

	VIII. Juvenile Probation Department Request for Assistance:
	Record what type of assistance the juvenile probation department is requesting for the youth, including the recommendation, needs to be addressed, and plans for aftercare.

	IX. Proposed Placement/Service/Program
	Record the placements, services, and/or programs being proposed for the youth including the estimated length of service and cost per day.

	X. Proposed Aftercare Plan
	Record the aftercare plan being proposed for the youth including the estimated length of service and cost per day.

	The chief juvenile probation officer must sign the form before it is submitted to TJJD. Scan and email a copy of the form to the Regionalization Application Mailbox.
