Obtaining a Forensic Sample

IDENTIFY patient and area to be swabbed
PHOTOGRAPH with and without scale (rule of 3=4)
INDICATION - History or Lack of History

OPEN package without contamination
SWAB area, if area is wet — swab the area with dry
swabs, if area is dry swab with moistened swabs

DRY per you focal policy avoiding any contamination
PACKAGE and labe/ per you local policy

PALPATE with clean gloves

TREATMENT as indicated, X-ray if indicated/ordered, CLEAN
