Public Notification of Nondiscrimination in Career and Technical Education* Programs

The Texas Juvenile Justice Department’s (TJJD) Lone Star High Schools offer career and technical education programs that may include, but are not limited to: Welding, Horticulture, Culinary Arts, Mill & Cabinet, Computer Maintenance, Networking & Telecommunications, Graphic Design, Video Game Design, Construction Technology, Small Engine Repair, Business Information Management, Automotive Technology, and Automotive Collision & Repair.

Admission to these programs is based on:  must be 15 years of age or older; in some courses a score of 6.0 or higher on the reading and or math score on their TABE tests will be required. Additionally for classes with tools: No Major Rule Violations(1) in the last 30 days; not on Suicide Alert(2).

It is the policy of TJJD not to discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex or handicap in its vocational programs, services or activities as required by Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended; Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972; and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended.

The TJJD will take steps to assure that lack of English language skills will not be a barrier to admission and participation in all educational and vocational programs.
